A regular meeting of the Board of
Directors of the Indlian lake Improve-
ment Assoclation was held at the Ed
French Indisn Lake Home on Sunday
Qct. 15, 1967, at 12:00 noon. The
following Board members were present
ln person representing a quorunm of
the Board: Dr. Don Brodlie, Mr. Ed
French, Mr. Paul Klepfer, Mr. Robert
Wagner, Mr. Lloyd Powers. Counsel,
Pete A. Pappas, read the minutes of
the last meeting and they were unan-
imously approved and filed wlth the
Secretarys

Dr. Brodle gave the report for the
Finance Committee and recommended
that the Escrow Fund be ralsed to
$8,000,00 and that those funds remain
either in the Escrow Fund or be put
in Certificates of Deposit. He
further recommended the renting of a
safe deposit box. He reported fur«
ther that the bank balance was
$9.,533.06 and after discusslon on
motion duly made and seconded the
Board unanimously voted to adopt the
following resolution: RESOLVED: °
that Calvin Warren, Dr. Donald Brodle,
and Charles Spellman execute all docw
uments and do all things necessary
to raise the Escrow Fund account to
$8,000.00 and place all or part of
the Escrow Fund in Certificates of
Deposit wlth the American Fletcher
National Bank and Trust Co., and
rent a safe geposit box in which to
place the Coxporation®s valusbles,

APPLE BUTTER RECIPE

0.K,, Maureen, here is my grande
mother's favorite recipe with small
modiflications to accommodate the
modern ingredlents., 1 have made
this and 1t ls very good. 1t keeps
well when covered with parafin.

10 - 11 1lbs of tart apples cooked
(Weigh apples after they've been
cooked and run through & colander.,)
5 lbs. sugar

1 3/% cups cider vinegar (scant)

Cook in the oven or a deep cooker
untll mixture begins teo thicken,
Add: 2 tsp. cinnamon

2 tsp. allspioce

% - 1 tsp. cloves

1 package "red hot® candles
Continue simmering until it loocks
and tastes llke apple butter.
Remember that it will be thicker
after it cools than it seems when
hote (Apples which have been stored
too long and are too tough to eat
ere perfect for use in apple butter.)
